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Painters Specification 

 
• Use only Wattyl products unless otherwise directed 

• Tops and bottoms of all doors require two coats of undercoat/primer to comply 

with manufacturers specifications and warranties. One coat should have been 

applied by the fixout carpenter prior to installation therefore you should only 

have to apply one coat to meet this requirement. If this has not happened for 

any reason, please discuss with your supervisor and he/she will ensure that 

you are adequately compensated 

• Exterior timber doors also require 2 x coats of undercoat top and bottom, 

whether painted or oiled. The doors may need to be removed for this 

application, but once most typical weather seals are removed from the door, 

this should provide sufficient space to apply the material 

• Hinges are to remain paint free at all times 

• Protect floors from overspray. Failure to do so may seriously impact the 

adhesion/fixing of floor coverings. This is especially important in the garage as 

this is often seen 

• Check that the pre-paint patch has been satisfactorily completed. If you have 

any doubts about the quality, please advise your supervisor so that it can be 

rectified ASAP. Often this doesn’t become apparent until the sealer undercoat 

is applied. Although a certain amount of patching is inevitable (it comes with 

the territory) you will have our full support to bring the quality into line. Do not 

continue to apply paint if you know the substrate is below standard as this will 

only result in more difficult rectification and wasted time and money for all 

parties 
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
